INTRODUCTION

x We understand that your first mission is military operatidl@3T law enforcement.

X Our job is to work within the judiciadystem and understand its needs and update
units on emerging trends in the judicial system.

x This useful checklist will help Coaldn Forces (CF) persoahobtain and properly
document evidence and all other documentahanhis needed to prosecute detainees
before the Central Crimat Court of Iraq (CCCI).

EVIDENTIARY NECESSITIES

There are three types of eviderthat are necessary to ensaiiccessful CCCI prosecution:
PhotographsSworn statements, aridiagrams. This is normally referred to as the acronym
PSD.

x P — Photographs

Take as many photographs as you camsahuch as you can. The pictures are
used to show the judges what happened and where it happened and will aid the
witnesses when testifying. Remembaepicture is worth a thousand words.

X S — Sworn statements/witness testimony

Be as thorough and detailed as possifilee statement needs to contain the five
Ws (Who, What,When,Where, Why) andHow.

x D — Diagrams

Draw a detailed diagram of the crime seefMhis could be a house, field or
vehicle.

EVIDENCE HANDLING PRODEDURES

We understand that you are combat unithefield conducting combat operations, not
trained law enforcement investigators. viwver, the more evidence you collect on the
objective the more chance the detainees willé&t@ined for extended periods. The amount
of evidence you collect determinesore than anything else tife detainee will be sent to
Central Criminal Court of Iraq (CCCI) wheif convicted they face up to 20 years
imprisonment or to the Combined Review &elease Board (CRRB) wleethey are eligible
for release in six months or less. With thamind, you should take reasonable steps when
collecting evidence in the field that wilbt compromise your safety. Photographing
everything will shorten your time on the objeetivecause it allows you to process things
later. Minimize the handling of items weapons that could Hangered printed or
forensically analyzed or identifying which titess were found in a certain detainee’s home or
on the person of a specific detainee. Pheaiplgithe detainee at the objective with the
evidence, if possible, especiallyth the weapons, explosives contraband found. Place the



evidence found in separate vehiakesontainers that is seized on the objective, so that it can
be easily sorted out later. The proper chaioustody documents and proper storage care of
items seized can be done when you have retuto the safety of your Forward Operating

Base (FOB). Use the photographs of the scene to refresh your memory when filling out the
evidence tags and the witness statements back at the FOB. Remember, though, the more
pictures you take on the objedithe better. However, iféhFOB is the only place that

pictures can be safely taken, then takepthatographs back at the FOB. In Appendix A-2

we have provided you with the proper proceddoesandling evidence, use these procedures
when you are back at the FOB. The botiame, if it relates tahe reason why you are

detaining the individual then seizeoit photograph it, if safely possible.

PHOTOGRAPHS

x Photograph anything that may be coesedl evidence (weapons, ammunition, money,
detonators, etc.).

X Make sure to take a photographdetainees with the evidencé&HIS IS A MUST!

x Photographs need to establibe location of the crimgcene by including landmarks
and/or reference points.

x If ever in doubtPHOTOGRAPH IT; more is better then less.
X Make sure to include date, time,delocation when photographs were taken.

x If you have a digital camera, set it up se ghctures will have the date and time on
them. (Note: Make sure it is theorrect date and time baase if you have the wrong
date and time it hurts the case and you maye to explain why the capture date is
different)

x TAKE PHOTOGRAPHS AS SAFELY AS POSSIBLE — ABOVE ALL, SAFETY
COMES FIRST!

STATEMENTS
WITNESS STATEMENTS
x Important: In order to be a witnes®u must actually have been there.

x Statements should IBPECIFIC and answer th&/HO , WHAT , WHEN, WHERE,
WHY andHOW.

Who:

(1) List the names of all the detainees captl and their respective capture tag
numbers.

(2) List at least five soldiers who actuallytmessed the event or actively participated
in the raid, if possible.



What, How and Why:

(1) Describe how the events leading to the detainees’ capture occurred.

(2) Explain what happened. (For example: Te¢ainees shot at Coalition Forces or
a weapons cache was found in the detainee’s home.)

(3) If known, state why the events occurrddid the detainees admit why they acted
or what their motives were?

When and Where:

(1) Record the date and time.

(2) Note the nearest town and province andstheet name in the town. Be specific.
Do not just use the grid coordinateThe judges don’t understand the grid
coordinates. (For example: On 28\Wmber 2005, at approximately 0400 hours,
near the city of Al' Fullajah, whicks located in Al' Anbar province...)

Make sure to get statements from at least t@fe&/ITNESSES, if possible. Don't
confuse this with the listingf five soldiers in th&VHO above. Also get a statement
from the detainee if he or she is willing to provide a statement.

Written statements should be obtained from the witnesses as soon as possible while
the facts and circumstances are still fresh in their memories.

Statements should include a question and ansiter the narratevif all of the Who,
What, When, Where, Why and How haN®T been answered.

All statements need to be closed aud aigned by the witrss and/or detainee.

Remember to print on the forms and tketghe time to write legibly. A lot of
different people will beelying on that statement in the future.

Remember to take your time and addressl#tails of the evenn your statement so
that the people reading yostatement will have a bettunderstanding of what
happened.

Remember to list all the detainees capturgshame and capture tag. For example if
there are two target houses make sure yplae which detainees were captured in
which target house.

Refer to the example |n Appendix B, page B-1.

APPREHENSION FORM
Correct contact information for the uh® A MUST! Providing the following:
Contact information for all witnesses.

Capture tag numbers, dates, grids, namgaset town or city, name of province, and
any other pertinent information on the detainee.

Disposition and location ofladetainees being transferred.



When the unit will be redeploying and new contact information.

Refer to example in Appendix B, page |B-2 and B-3.

EVIDENCE/PROPERTY CUSTODY DOCUMENT (DA FORM 4137)
All blocks must be filled out — NO EXCEPTIONS!

Be specific when describing the evidenioelude model, serial numbers and any
other identifying marks.

Maintain a proper chain of custody. Eyemne who handles the evidence must be
listed on the DA Form 4137.

The person who collected the evidence shbelthe first name in the “Released by”
block on the form.

Use only block style lettering, e&pt in the signature block.
Refer to the example in Appendix B-4.
EVIDENCE INVENTORY FORM
The Arabic/English Inventory Document should indicate exactly what has been seized

from each detainee’s vehicle/house/progedrson AND contain a section for the
detainee’s acknowledging signat@® refusal to sign.

Units should complete the inventory doamhas soon as possible and have the
detainee sign immediately, preferablytted scene. Get ptagraphs of detainee
signing the document, if possible.

Refer to the example in Appendix |B, page B-5.

DIAGRAMS
DIAGRAMS/SKETCHES
Reference where the detainees werentl in relation to the crime scene.
Reference landmarks, cities, vikes, and key points of interest.
Show where the evidence was found.
Estimate distances in meters.

Diagram should support your photographs.



The diagram or sketch can be hand drawn.
Use simple words and phrases, for example “road” instead of “MS Tampa.”

This is your chance to show the Istigative Hearing Judge what happened.

Refer to the example in Appendix B, page|B-6 and B-7.

OTHER IMPORTANT POINTS

WHAT TO SEIZE AND DO ON THE OBJECTIVE

Seize all weapons, computers, cell phones, money and documents. Remember to take
all forms of identification, for exmple ID cards, passports, etc.

f Secure the material in a sealed camgai(e.g., a plastic bag) marked with the
date, time, name, rank, and unit of the person who seized it.

f Handle all material in a forensicaléprrect manner. (e.g., minimal handling,
with gloves, by the edges.)

All explosives should be destroyed by EOD.

Remember to photograph the detainee withevidence seized. Photographs of the
detainee with the evidence on the objectivereferred, but they can be taken at the
FOB.

Remember to conduct explosive testingloa detainees. The testing may be
conducted on or off the objectiv®hotograph the testing, if possible.

Vapor Trace is the preferred method wplesive testing by the Iragi Court System
and by the Combined Review and Release Board.

DEALING WITH MONEY

Money keeps the insurgents in business.
Take away the money and you take away most insurgent activity.

Seize and bag ALL cash, checks, check books, money ledgers, pocket litter, and all
sensitive items. The non-currency itefmeney ledgers or bank books) may help the
S-2 shop find out how the insurgents obthigir weapons or explosives, in other
words what looks like trash to you maydmgid gold to the intelligence folks.

Make sure you accurately document and account for the currency you recover. For
example if you find a lot of United Statesrrency you should write down the serial
numbers. However, there is no needdacahis for Iraqi currency, but remember to
photograph it.



DETERMINING THE DETAINEE'’S IDENTITY

Remember to seize all identification cards padsports. These documents will be used to
determine the individual’'s identity at trial amdhether or not the indidual is a juvenile.
You also need to take close up photographsotti the front and back of these documents in

case the ones you seized are lost.

_____ Seize all detainees IDs, visas and passpbatse close up photographs of all IDs, visas
and passports. Make copies in case any items are lost.

_____Photograph the detainees in front of tleation where they were captured and with any
weapons or contraband thesere captured with.

______The witness statements should state inawy photographs were taken and who took
them.

______Remember to include the photographs in the file.

X THINK ABOUT HOW MUCH TIME IT TAKES TO PLAN AND EXECUTE

ANOTHER OPERATION TO GO G&T A GUY YOU ALREADY DETAINED
ONCE BUT DIDN'T PUT THE EVILCENCE TOGETHER PROPERLY.

APPENDIX A-2

PROPER EVIDENCE HANDLING PROCEDURES

Below are the proper methods, techniques andepiares for handling evidence. If you are
unsure of what needs to be done, don’t badfmask following types of law enforcement
agencies for help: military police, securitydes, master of arms (Navy), OSI or CID agents,
or your legal office for help if #se resources are located at y)eOB. We all want to ensure
that the detainees stay behind batkey are a security threat.

x The chain of custody begins when an iteihevidence is collected by any Coalition
Forces member. Evidence will no doubt be passed from person to person and even
unit to unit during theourse of an investigation asdbsequent trial. The written,
chronological record of transtons of this type is thehain of custody. Each person
who takes physical control ovevidence must be identified as a part of the evidence
chain.

x Correct identification of edence is accomplished when the Coalition Force member
who initially takes custody dhe evidence promptly marks and tags the item(s) of
evidence.

x Evidence should be inscribed with the irlgiaf the collector and military date and
time. Place the marking so as not to:

- Destroy any latent {tiden) characteristics
- Reduce the function of the object
- Devalue it

Common sense and an undemgtiag of how the evidenaelates to the commission
of the crime will dictate where and how to mark the evidence.

X When an item of evidence cannotrbarked without marring or destroying
evidentiary characteristics,i¢ placed in a suitable contar, sealed, and marked for
identification. An evidence tag further sertesdentify the evidence. Remember to
put the detainee’s name, capture tag nundsee of capture, capturing unit, and other
relevant information on the evidence tdgis no good, if it can’t be matched to the
detainee at a later date.

x Evidence should be packaged and wrapjeeminimize friction and to prevent
shifting, breaking, leaking, or contact with other evidence.

x Items such as ammunition, bullets, cartridge cases, tablets, and capsules, which are
particularly susceptible to breaking, marringother destructive changes, should be
packed in cotton or soft paper.

X Items that contain stains, such as clothinity stains of bloodr other body fluids,
should not be placed in airtight plastientainers. “Sweating” and moisture
accumulation may occur within such containers, contaminating the evidence. Such
items must be dry before packaging. Thisticaualso applies téngerprint evidence.

When evidence is to be examined for fiqgents, each item of evidence should be
packed in a manner that prevents damadbkedingerprints. This is accomplished by
fastening the object in the container so thaiill not shift and sdhat other objects
will not come in contact with the argeaf the object suspected of containing
fingerprints.

With the exception of explosives (oils and gasoline), liquid evidence should be
packed in sterile, all-glagmttles or other containerac sealed with wax or other
suitable materials.

In general, small, solid items such as fibers, hairs, paint scrapings, powder, powder
patterns, and threads should be placedeparate pieces of plain paper. Fold each
piece of paper and pack it in a pill or pev box, paper container, or druggist fold.
Seal the container withdhesive tape, wax, orhar suitable material.

Documents, exemplars, standards, stringmawand rope should be placed in an
inner cellophane envelope and an outeritaamvelope. Cellophane is not suitable
for packing any item that will rust or corrode.

Packages containing items of evidence saghcids, ammunition, guns, medicines,
chemicals, drugs, and paints, which reqemeeful or selective handling while in
transit, should be labeled Corrosive, Fragkeep Away From Fire, or Keep Cool, as
appropriate.
